Bank fees are NOT included. 

Bus passes are issued for the month of January  

50% of the program fees will be due no later than two months prior to the program  

start date (November 1, 2019). The remaining 50% of the program fees will be due one month before 

the program start date (December 1, 2019).  No refunds will be made for this offer.
